For example, the
proposed air rules in South Coast
and San Joaquin air districts are
suggesting that new and modified
greenwaste composting facilities
will need to obtain Emission
Offset Credits (ERC) to account
for net wvolatile organic

confusing is that the ERCs may
not be required if their operations
use less than 10% foodwaste in
their active compost piles but at
the same time the facilities are
being pressured to find ways to
accept more foodwaste. Facilities
may not receive local political
support if they do not accept
foodwaste but may not be able to
afford the high cost of
purchasing ERCs. ACP s
working diligently to interpret the
proposed rules and their potential
impacts to the composting
industry and to communicate the
concerns of the industry to the air

for his excellent work on this
issue. The region needs a
diversity of compost facilities to
manage the various waste streams
including foodwaste, greenwaste,
biosolids and manure. ACP will
continue to monitor and address
challenges to all of these
feedstocks moving forward to
enable the production of
compost products.

There has been an extensive amount of work by ACP members, staff and affiliates since the May report on the 1133 rules
(see ACP May 2011 Newsletter). ACP members and staff has met and worked in multiple separate face-to-face meetings
with South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD) staff and Board committees, on the next steps of Proposed
Rules 1133.1 (revision of the chip & grind rule of 2003) and 1133.3 (new rule) for Green Waste Composting to control
ozone causing VOC emissions from compost piles of greater than 10,000 ton per year facilities).
