Paul and Dan,

Please find the attached excerpts to PAR 1133.1 and PR 1133.3 for the language changes discussed in the working group meeting yesterday (see highlighted text).  You will find the respective changes as follows:

 

Big Five

1.     Foodwaste Definition:
Rather than put the suggested language in the definition, we deleted the existing language as recommended and put the clarification at the end of paragraph (d)(3) where we also indicate that separated contaminants will not be counted provided they are separated, measured, and records are kept.

2.     Holding Times:
PAR 1133.1 (d)(2) was changed as agreed to add the 7 days maximum.  Also, PR 1133.3 (d)(1)(A) was changed to remove the 48-hour timeframe.

3.     Compost Cover:
PR 1133.3 (d)(2)(A) was modified to require the compost cover in 24 hours.

4.     Water application:
Water application was modified to require water be applied as necessary 6 hours before turning.

5.     Blending Operations:
As discussed, we are getting mixed messages as to the intent of this section.  As agreed, we will meet tomorrow (June 17th) at 8:30 a.m. to discuss with Paul and Dan to work to come to resolution before the Stationary Source Committee meeting.

 

Also, a clarification was made to PAR 1133.1 (d)(3) to show that records are only required as applicable based on the rule provisions.

 

On the other matters discussed, staff is committing to form a post adoption working group that will address implementation issues.  Also we will include a resolution commitment for periodic update to the Governing Board via the Stationary Source Committee.

 
Please get back to us today, if possible, regarding the acceptability of the attached language on the first four issues.
